Der vorliegende Organizer (liegt auch als Powerpoint Präsentation vor) fasst zentrale Bereiche zusammen, die Schüler beherrschen müssen, um die Aufgaben zum Descriptive Writing im Bereich Statistiken / Graphen / Diagramme erfolgreich meistern zu können.
